Financials Statement of Activity

The CTC Board of Directors approved a deficit budget for CTC’s 2024-2025 fiscal year.

Like most not-for-profit theatres across the country, CTC continues to navigate the
recovery period following the COVID-19 pandemic. Contributed income was 43% lower
than the previous year, when CTC received two unexpected charitable gifts designated

for the endowment totaling $4 million. The current $4.4 million in contributed revenue
is comparable with post-pandemic fiscal years. Ticket revenue was the highest in
theatre history thanks to the overwhelming box office success of Disney’s Frozen the
Broadway Musical, however, overall expenses continue to increase due to scale of Investment return
programming, aging infrastructure in the 50-year-old facility, and inflationary pressures. $2,082,695
CTC maintained our commitment to fiscal discipline and stewarding our resources by 13.6%
paying down a significant portion of debt thanks to donor designated funds. By the
end of this fiscal year, CTC will be virtually debt-free. Ticket and
